Non-official advisory committees

It had been represented to the Government that in the case of many freedom fighters, the area of operation and consequent suffering by way of imprisonment / abscondence / internment / externment, was outside India or in areas which now form part of Bangladesh or Pakistan.  Such freedom fighters were finding it difficult to produce evidence in support of their claimed suffering.  Similarly, in the case of those who had suffered in the border camps during the Hyderabad Liberation Movement, no record of suffering could be available as the same was either not kept or was not traceable. 

          Keeping in view the difficulties which were being faced in disposal of such claims, Government constituted a number of non-official advisory committees for making a scrutiny of such claims, and making suitable recommendations to the Government on the eligibility or otherwise for pension in each case placed before them. Details of such committees constituted from time to time are given in Annexure 4.
