Number of applications received for grant of pension


Right from the inception of the regular scheme for grant of freedom fighters pension in 1972, applications have continued to be received.  A large number of applications were received after the scheme was revised, liberalized and renamed as Swatantrata Sainik Samman Pension Scheme with effect from 1.8.80.   One reason for increase in the number of applications could be that while under the 1972 scheme, it was necessary to produce the documentary evidence from the official records, under the revised scheme claims could be preferred even if they are based on secondary evidence like NARC from the courts/jails accompanied by the CPCs in the case of jail suffering and PKCs from prominent freedom fighters in the case of underground suffering.
