Freedom Fighters’ Home
In 1974, the Central Government decided to set up two Freedom Fighter’s Homes, one each at Delhi and Pondicherry, with the objective of providing accommodation to such of the freedom fighters who are ailing, infirm or physically handicapped and have no one to look after them, pending construction of a permanent home, a temporary home was started in New Delhi, with affect from 2nd October, 1974, in four Type-III Quarters at Baba Kharak Singh Marg, allotted by the Ministry of Urban Affairs and Employment.


For the Freedom Fighters’ Home at Pondicherry, the Union Territory Administration had reserved a Pucca building to start the Home at an initial strength of 20-25 inmates.  Until August 1975, no person was selected and the building reserved for the Home was surrendered.  In September 1975, the Central Government intimated the selection of two persons, one each from Andhra Pradesh and West Bengal, to the Pondicherry Administration.  Subsequently, one more person from Kerala was also selected but till July 1976, none of them turned up to join the Home at Pondicherry.  The freedom fighter selected from Andhra Pradesh went to Pondicherry on 28.8.1976.  As he was the only freedom fighter who expressed willingness to reside there, he was temporarily accommodated in one of the rooms of the Tourist Home. He stayed there for a period of six months and, thereafter, expressed his willingness to go back to his native place on ground of health.  Thus, the Freedom Fighters’ Home in Pondicherry could not be started. 


The Freedom Fighters’ Home at Baba Kharak Singh Marg, New Delhi can accommodate 16 persons.  The Home provides free food, medical care and bedding etc. to the inmates.


The expenditure on maintenance of the Freedom Fighters’ Home at New Delhi is being met by the Central Government. 


The Freedom Fighters’ Home is maintained by the NDMC on behalf of the Ministry of Home Affairs. A brief note on the Freedom Fighters’ Home indicating, inter-alia, the eligibility conditions for admission, the facilities available, etc. is at Annexure 17.
