Other facilities provided by the central government to the freedom  fighters


Besides payment of monthly pension, the freedom fighters and their spouses/eligible dependents who are in receipt of pension from the Central Revenues, are provided the following facilities by the Central Government:

(i)
Facility of Free Railway Passes (1st Class or AC II Tier) for themselves and for spouses/attendant for life (except in Rajdhani and Shatabdi Express trains).  This facility is, however, not available to the widowers, mother/father and unmarried and unemployed daughters of the deceased freedom fighter pensioners. A copy of the order No.E(W)89PSA5-6/13 Vol. I dated 31.8.89 issued by the Ministry of Railways in the matter is at Annexure 13). 

(ii)
Free medical facilities in all Central Government hospitals (including CGHS dispensaries) and hospitals run by the Public Sector Undertakings under the administrative control of Bureau of Public Enterprises.  Copies of the orders issued by Ministries of Health & Family Welfare and Railways are at Annexure 14. A copy of the instructions issued by the Bureau of Public Enterprises is at  Annexure 15.
(iii)
Facility of Government accommodation to freedom fighters of all India standing for the purpose of medical treatment in Delhi.

(iv)
Accommodation in the Freedom Fighters’ Home set up at Baba Kharak Singh Marg, New Delhi for such of the freedom fighters who have none to look after them and who are without any shelter or accommodation.

(v)
Facility of telephone connection without installation charges and payment of only half the rentals.  A copy of the order No2/36/92-PHA dated 14.8.1992 issued by the Ministry of Communication is at Annexure 16.
