List of movements, mutinies etc recognized for the purpose of grant of pension from the central revenues


Under the Scheme, suffering in connection with participation in the liberation struggle is recognized for the purpose of pension from the central revenues. It has been provided in the Scheme that apart from the mainstream of the liberation struggle, the movements/mutinies which were directed against the British (French in the case Pondicherry and Portuguese in the case of Goa), with freedom of the country as its ultimate goal, are also treated as part of national freedom struggle for the purpose of grant of pension unless any movement(s) is/are specifically decided as not qualifying for grant of pension.  It has also been provided that the movements for merger of erstwhile princely states within the Indian Union after 15th August, 1947, and the freedom struggle in the former French and Portuguese (colonies) in India are considered as part of national freedom movement for the purpose of grant of samman pension. Participation in the INA and the Indian Independence League is also treated as participation in the national liberation struggle.


Ever since the inception of the Scheme, decisions have been taken, from time to time, regarding recognition or otherwise of certain movements/mutinies for the purpose of grant of freedom fighters pension. A consolidated list of movements, mutinies, struggles etc., participation and suffering in which is recognized for the purpose of grant of pension is at Annexure 3.
