Review petitions/representations/court cases


Aggrieved with the decision of the government regarding rejection of their claims because of non-fulfillment of the eligibility conditions, the applicants keep on sending review petitions/representations either directly or through MPs/ VIPs.  Such representations/review petitions are considered and in the event of it being found on the basis of the additional documentary evidence submitted through these review petitions that the applicant fulfils the eligibility conditions, pension is sanctioned.  As receipt and disposal of such review petitions is a continuous process (such petitions will keep on pouring in during the currency of the scheme), it is difficult to lay down any definite time schedule for their disposal. However, efforts have continued to be made to ensure that such review petitions/representations are disposed of in the shortest possible time.  

A large number of persons whose claims have been rejected have also been filing petitions in various courts for redressal of their grievances. Judgements delivered by courts in such cases are examined in consultation with the Ministry of Law, where necessary, and suitable action is taken to implement the directions of the courts within the time limit as far as possible. In cases where it is not found possible to implement the judgements due to legal or other reasons, appropriate action such as filing of review petitions, appeals etc. is taken to get the court’s orders modified/set aside by higher courts. The number of such cases pending in various courts as on 30.11.2008 is given at Annexure 11.
